Those enviousstremhunters that
come to the meetings with far less granger findg quaestion their own abilities of hunting, machinesresearch.

They ask, "How can | find coins like that?” "Yeadltould research, but that takes time. Maybettkssure hunter will
tell me where he found all that silver.”

Which brings us to the big question. To tell ot to tell. Many hunters are not apt to divulgeitireasure site to
anyone. Having done their homework, why should stegre with other hunters? Well I've seen bothssiafehat
guestion. Some hunt fields are so large that oropecouldn’t hunt the whole site, so as a clulinguhis fellow club
members are invited to partake in the possibilitfinming old relics and other goodies. While otlsées may be smaller
and allow the hunter only a few days to cover thkel$ and gather most of the coins and artifacstie site may
produce.

Of course if itiggie property, the landowner who has given pesioisto hunt owns the
land. But when the public site starts yielding otins, the researcher who spent hours lookinghisrglace may lay
claim to the newly discovered site, but he doesWitn" or "have rights" to this site. Others may twge upon this hunt
site also, but chances are it would be accidevithich brings us back to the question at hand. g@estire hunter has
found many great finds and has graciously toldetinsattendance where he has found them. His gesgjiti of location
hasn't fallen on deaf ears. Within days some o$éhounters from the meeting can be found in thetdseation of Joe's
incredible finds. Does this seem right? Some vaiyl o while others say yes. This could be comptoéle claim
jumpers of years past.
